▪ Humanism: Human Matters > Divine Matters

▪ Post-Modernism: No such thing as Truth 
–Oxfords 2016 Word of the Year: Post-Truth 

(Increase in 200%)

– “Objective facts are of less importance and value 
than individual  feelings”

Genesis 3:4–6 (ESV) 

4 But the serpent said to the woman, “You will not 

surely die. 5 For God knows that when you eat of 

it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like 

God, knowing good and evil.” 6 So when the 

woman saw that the tree was good for food, and 

that it was a delight to the eyes, and that the tree 

was to be desired to make one wise, she took of 

its fruit and ate, and she also gave some to her 

husband who was with her, and he ate.

Romans 1:32 (ESV) 

32 Though they know God’s righteous 

decree that those who practice such 

things deserve to die, they not only do 

them but give approval to those who 

practice them. 



Love Does Not Seek It’s Own

1 Peter 1:14–16 (ESV) 

14 As obedient children, do not be 

conformed to the passions of your former 

ignorance, 15 but as he who called you is 

holy, you also be holy in all your conduct, 
16 since it is written, 

“You shall be holy, for I am holy.” 



Biblical love cannot be felt to –
it must be submitted to

Philippians 2:1–4 (ESV) 

2 So if there is any encouragement in Christ, any comfort from 

love, any participation in the Spirit, any affection and sympathy, 
2 complete my joy by being of the same mind, having the same 

love, being in full accord and of one mind. 3 Do nothing from 

selfish ambition or conceit, but in humility count others more 

significant than yourselves. 4 Let each of you look not only to his 

own interests, but also to the interests of others. 



Biblical love cannot be felt to –
it must be submitted to

Philippians 2:5–8 (ESV) 

5 Have this mind among yourselves, which is yours in 

Christ Jesus, 6 who, though he was in the form of God, did 

not count equality with God a thing to be grasped, 7 but 

emptied himself, by taking the form of a servant, being 

born in the likeness of men. 8 And being found in human 

form, he humbled himself by becoming obedient to the 

point of death, even death on a cross.
